Session Reaches
Mid -point

Lincoln, NE - The Legislature is
now over half way through the 102nd
Legislative Session. The last day of
committee hearings was March 17th
with full day debate beginning on
March 22nd. Committees will still
meet in executive sessions to discuss
and vote on bills, but the majority of
our time will be spent debating bills on
the floor. Our time will likely be de-
voted to debating priority bills. To-
ward the end of April | anticipate that
the Redistricting Committee will begin
introducing bills for debate by the full
Legislature.

As a member of the Redistricting
Committee, | have enjoyed learning
more about this important responsibil-
ity of the Legislature. The committee
received the certified 2010 census
numbers this month and we have al-
ready begun working on potential
plans. The Redistricting Committee
has the responsibility to provide redis-
tricting plans for the Legislature, the
U.S. House of Representatives and
four other entities.

Debate on my priority bill, LB 84,
began on March 23rd. The bill trans-
fers a 1/2 cent of existing sales tax
revenue to a newly created fund to
pay for road construction and mainte-
nance for 20 years. | believe now is
the time to make a commitment to our
citizens that we will continue to pro-
vide safe and reliable highways. Cur-
rently Nebraska is nationally recog-
nized for our safe roads. However, in
the last couple of years the safety of
our roads has begun to decline be-
cause of lack of maintenance due to
decreased funding. My concern is
that if the state does not make the
commitment to fund our roads now,
the condition of this $7 billion state
investment will continue deteriorating.
Cities and counties also receive reve-
nue under my bill which should help

Another bill | support is LB 297
which amends the Local Civic, Cul-
tural and Convention Center Financ-
ing Act to expand the use of grants to
community centers, not just conven-
tion centers. The Act allows 30% of
state sales tax generated by the con-
struction of new arenas to be allo-
cated for grants to rural areas. Grants
are then awarded to communities
throughout Nebraska based on a vari-

ety of criteria. LB 297 expands uses
of this fund to include community
centers, libraries, existing buildings
and rehabilitation of historic struc-
tures. | believe this bill will provide
assistance to rural communities in
the restoration and renovation
needed for some of our downtown
buildings.
