Compromises  

 Lincoln, NE ï A water manage-
ment funding bill I have been working 
on for some time, LB 229, advanced 
to the second round of debate on 
March 30th.  During my time in the 
Legislature I have introduced and 
passed several bills dealing with wa-
ter policy.  As a former member of the 
Natural Resources Committee I have 
listened to countless hours of testi-
mony on Nebraskaôs water chal-
lenges.  LB 229 is in response to 
those environmental, agriculture and 
other groups who have come before 
us discussing the need for financial 
resources to implement management 
plans, update studies and for other 
water projects.   
 The bill, as originally introduced, 
provided for a $7 million a year trans-
fer from the Environmental Trust Fund 
to the Water Resources Cash Fund 
for 11 years.  The purpose of this bill 
was to provide a vehicle for a dedi-
cated funding source for water man-
agement. 
 I hear often that water is the issue 
of the decade and during the debate 
on LB 229 I even heard some of my 

colleagues say it is the issue of the 
century.  Given these strong com-
ments, I thought this year the state 
needed to move forward and make 
water funding a priority.  After the bill 
was scheduled for debate, groups 
representing different interests met to 
discuss possible changes to the leg-
islation.   
 Members of the Legislature and 
representatives from various conser-
vation, agricultural and water groups 
worked hard to develop a compro-
mise that would address Nebraskaôs 
water funding needs.  This is a good 
example of how the legislative proc-
ess sometimes works on these com-
plex and important issues.  Bills are 
introduced, the public expresses their 
opinions at the public hearing and 
then those interested parties meet 
and discuss solutions.  Open dialog 
during these negotiations is always 
beneficial.  I want to thank all of 
these groups for forming such an 
effective partnership, a partnership 
that I hope will continue to meet in 
order to achieve our shared goals.

 The bill, as amended and ad-
vanced, directs the Department of 
Natural Resources to apply for a grant 
from the Nebraska Environmental 
Trust for water programs in fully or 
over appropriated basins.  The grant 
will be for $3.3 million per year over a 
three year period.  Additionally, the 
State of Nebraska will match these 
funds for an additional $3.3 million per 
year.  In total this bill will provide 
$19.8 million for water funding over 
the next three years.  At the end of 
this initial three year period, if the De-
partment of Natural Resources is able 
to meet a set of criteria proving the 
value of this funding, the program can 
extend for another three years.  I am 
very proud that we were able to ad-
vance my bill and begin to address 
funding Nebraskaôs water manage-
ment needs. 
 LB 305, known as the horse 
slaughter bill, also advanced from the 
first round of debate on March 30th.  
This proposal began as a completely 
different bill from the version the Leg-
islature advanced.  The original bill

provided for the development and 
implementation of a state meat and 
poultry inspection agency to inspect 
meat and meat products for human 
consumption in compliance with fed-
eral regulations by January 1, 2013.  
This bill would have enabled state 
inspectors to inspect and approve for 
consumption various types of meat 
including ostrich, bison, elk and 
horse.  Because of the financial 
situation the state is facing, a com-
promise bill was advanced that would 
allow the Department of Agriculture 
to conduct a feasibility study on im-
plementing a state meat inspection 
program.  
 I want to thank everyone who 
took the time to contact me about 
both of these bills.  I received a sig-
nificant amount of communication on 
these important issues, and that input 
helped guide the compromise proc-
ess.  
 As always, thank you for sharing 
in our legislative process, and Iôll visit 
with you again next week.

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 Every year, nearly 150,000 peo-
ple die from injuries, and almost 30 
million people are injured seriously 
enough to go to the emergency room.  
Chances are good that you or some-
one you know are among these sta-
tisticsða friend who suffered a fatal 
injury from a car crash, an elderly 
family member who broke a bone 
from a fall or a co-worker harmed on 
the job site.  According to the Centers 
for Disease Control and Prevention, 
30% of potential years of life are lost 
because of injuries that could have 
been prevented.  Whatôs more, traffic 
injuries alone result in more than 
$200 billion in annual U.S. health ex-
penditures.  Overall, injuries account 
for 12% of medical care spending, 
totaling as much as $69 billion per 
year.  
 In the north-central area of Ne-
braska, data tells us that uninten-
tional injury deaths are at a rate of 
54.7 compared to the rate of the 
State of Nebraska at 38.3.  Motor 
vehicle deaths and rates for the North 
Central District Health Department 
region is 30.1 compared to the State 
of Nebraska at 16.5.  Another inter-
esting fact of our area is in work-
related accident deaths and rates.  
This statistic is at 2.8 for the nine 
counties of NCDHD and compared to 
1.8 for the State of Nebraska.  This 

data is provided by the Ne-
braska Department of 
Health and Human Ser-
vices, Community Health 
Assessment Measures, 
2008.  We are met with a 
real and growing public 
health problem.  If we fail to 
address the issues related 
to injury and violence, the 
tollðmeasured in lives lost 
and health care dollars

worse in the years to come.   
 Fortunately, we know that virtu-
ally all injuries can be prevented.  If 
everyone wore a seatbelt, properly 
installed and used child safety seats, 
wore a helmet and stored cleaning 
supplies in locked cabinets, we could 
dramatically reduce the burden of 
leading injuries in this country and 
save lives.  For example, two-thirds 
of children killed by bicycle-related 
injuries could have been saved by 
wearing a helmet. Helmets reduce 
the risk of head injury by as much as 
85% and the risk of brain injury by as 
much as 88%.  Of course, we canôt 
make significant improvements 
unless all Americans play a part in 
creating a safer nation. That means 
everyone needs to take small steps 
to improve the safety of their own 
communities. 
 This week, the American Public 
Health Association (APHA) is en-
couraging all Americans to work to-
gether to make our nation safer and 
injury-free.  From April 4-10, APHA 
recognizes National Public Health 
Week, an opportunity to empower 
our family, friends, neighbors, and 
perhaps most importantly, ourselves 
to live safer lives.

 Dr. Wells will review 
the history of metham-
phetamine use and discuss 
why secondhand exposure 
to this drug is an increasing 
health problem in the 
United States. Her re-
search focuses on what is 
known and not known 
about the health effects of 
secondhand exposure to 
methamphetamine and 

how it affects the respiratory system. 
 ñAccording to a report from 
2006, it is estimated that nearly 6 
percent of the U.S. population ages 
12 and older used methampheta-
mine at least once,ò Dr. Wells said. 
ñBoth manufacturing and smoking 
methamphetamine creates the risks 
of secondhand smoke and residual 
drug exposures.ò  
 Although there are numerous 
reports on the overall dangers of 
methamphetamine use and produc-
tion, the actual health consequences 
of secondhand exposure are largely 
unreported, she said. 
 As part of UNMC Simply Sci-
ence, faculty members travel to dif-
ferent regions of the state, delivering 
presentations on various topics of 
health care. The visits take place two 
times per year to different parts of 
the state. For more on Simply Sci-
ence, visit www.unmc.edu/
simplyscience.
