Pipeline Meeting Draws Large Crowd!  
 People from far and wide, 
including former State Senator 
Caps Dierks, attended the 
pipeline informational meeting 
in Stuart, April 17

th
.  Many 

questions and concerns were 
voiced by the crowd of nearly 
150.  Senator Dierks intro-
duced pipeline related legisla-
tion a year ago, but did not 
have enough support from his 
peers to advance that bill. 
 Graham Christensen, pub-
lic affairs director for Nebraska 
Farmerôs Union, encouraged 
landowners to contact their 
organization for support.  He 
stated we now know this pipe-
line is not for national security 
reasons, learning this from his 
recent meeting at the Depart-
ment of State that this oil 
would be sold as an interna-
tional commodity. 
 Randy Thompson, a 
rancher from Martell, NE, has 
grave concerns about the 36 
inch pipeline which will move 
tar sands oil the lengthy route 
from Alberta to the Gulf Coast 
of Texas, crossing his property 
and water supply.  He de-
scribed getting his hair cut 
when the stylist dropped the 
comb on the floor and because 
of state regulations, she was 

required to start with a 
fresh, clean comb. He 
thought that seemed 
silly.   He compared 
other tedious state regu-
lations, and exclaimed 
how ridiculous that we 
have some of the regula-
tions we do, but yet there 
are no regulations for this 
pipeline.  He held up a 
Fed Ex envelope and 
told the crowd ñI received 
a gift certificate from 
TransCanada with their 
final, final offer. Their 
first final offer came last 
summerò.  In his hands 
was an ultimatum to sign 
TransCanadaôs agree-
ment or his property 
would be condemned 
through the process of 
eminent domain, but 
according to Attorney 
Ken Winston, eminent 
domain is not legal until 
all permits are in place.  
He added that eminent 
domain is to be used for 
public benefit and the 
pipeline is a financial 
benefit for a private foreign company. 
 Attorney Ken Winston from the Ne-
braska Sierra Club, expressed his dismay 
several times about the fact that three pipe-

line bills introduced this legislative 
session were not even advanced, 
including one which would have 
made pipeline companies account-

able for spills.  Winston stated a con-
gressional memo to Representative 
Lee Terry declares that our state 
has the authority for siting of the 
pipeline.  He predicted that the fresh 
drinking water here will be the water 
that helps us feed the rest of the 
nation in the future. He stated that 
Secretary of State Clinton and the 
Assistant Deputy Secretary of State 
had been invited to come to Ne-
braska so they could begin to under-
stand the importance of the San-
dhills and the aquifer.  There will be 
45 days for the public to comment 
on the Supplemental Environmental 
Impact Statement which can be 
done by going to the website Key-

stonePipeline-XL.state.gov or at possi-
ble public hearings to be held in Ne-
braska.  Winston announced that high-
profile Attorney David Domina has of-
fered legal assistance to land owners.
