 Lincoln, NE ï The Legislatureôs 
Redistricting Committee is beginning 
to move at a quick pace as we enter 
the month of May.  The Committee 
has advanced the first redistricting 
plan to the floor, a map for the Ne-
braska Supreme Court. I do support 
this plan.  Currently the Committeeôs 
goal is to have all of the redistricting 
plans advanced to the floor of the 
Legislature by Thursday, May 5th.  
This year, given budget restrictions, 
the Committee is considering chang-
ing the hearing process for redistrict-
ing.  Instead of holding meetings in a 
few cities across the state, the Com-
mittee is contemplating holding sev-
eral video conferences on each pro-
posed plan.  In years past the Com-
mittee traveled to four or five loca-
tions; using the video conference sys-
tem we would be able to connect with 
many more cities per plan. As I know 
more details about this potential 
change, I will make sure to let our me-
dia outlets know so you will be in-
formed of these hearing dates.   
 Another new component to the 
redistricting process is the way each 
plan will be introduced on the floor.  
Instead of a bill that explicitly details 
each boundary of the new districts, 
the bill will contain a PDF of the pro-
posed map.  These maps will be 
made available to the public via the 
Secretary of Stateôs website and the 
Clerk of the Legislatureôs office.  Addi-
tionally, the Redistricting Committee 
will post each proposed map on the 
Legislatureôs website for public ac-
cess.  This process will encourage 
more public input in this important 
legislative duty.  I hope you will par-
ticipate in the process and offer your 
comments and suggestions to the 
Committee. 
 A bill to expand the use of county 
local option sales tax advanced from 
the first round of debate.  LB 106 was 
originally drafted to allow counties to 
use this sales tax for transportation 
infrastructure projects and public 
safety projects.  The Revenue Com-
mittee amended the bill to limit these 
projects to crime prevention, offender 
detention and police services.  On the 
floor, another Senator amended the

bill to further expand public safety 
services to include firefighter, police, 
medical, ambulance or other emer-
gency services.   
 LB 549, a bill to help at-risk youth 
also passed the first round of debate.  
This bill was crafted with the assis-
tance of the Nebraska Game and 
Parks Commission to allow the Com-
mission to employ at-risk youth and 
provide them with a positive environ-
ment.  The program will teach these 
young people good work habits, posi-
tive attitudes and additional profes-
sional skills while taking them out of 
an environment that may be detri-
mental to their development.  At-risk 
youth are defined as 16-21 years old, 
demonstrate low income, have been 
impacted by substance or physical 
abuse or negative contact with law 
enforcement, or have school prob-
lems.  Youth located in rural and ur-
ban high-poverty areas are specifi-
cally targeted for recruitment into the 
program. 
 The Transportation and Telecom-
munications Committee advanced a 
bill to the floor that will allow the De-
partment of Roads to permit for tem-
porary use of a state highway if a 
local government meets certain con-
ditions.  A temporary use includes 
special events such as parades and 
racing events.  Current law gives the 
Department of Roads complete au-
thority over the use of state high-
ways.  In order to receive approval 
for the temporary use, the local gov-
ernment must provide written notice 
30 days prior to the event.  In the 
written notice the local government
