Budget and Redistricting  
 Lincoln, NE ï The Legislature has advanced a balanced budget that 
contains no tax increases.  This was done through cash fund and cash re-
serve fund transfers, cuts in operations and state aid programs, and the 
elimination of some programs.  I believe we have taken a responsible and 
critical look at our spending and made difficult decisions that will make the 
State of Nebraska stronger and more economically viable in the long run.  
 As I have discussed often, we have been preparing for a significant 
budget shortfall.  At the conclusion of the 2010 Legislative session, the Fore-
casting Board estimated a $680 million budget shortfall for the next bien-
nium.  The projected shortfall increased to $986 million right before the be-
ginning of the 2011 session.  As we entered 2011 the state started to experi-
ence small indicators of economic recovery; however, the Legislature still 
prepared a budget that would eliminate the predicted shortfall. 
 The Forecasting Board met on April 28

th
 and confirmed that Nebraska 

appears to be trending toward an economic recovery.  The Board projected 
an $82.5 million increase in revenue for this fiscal year and $146.5 million 
over the next biennium.  While these numbers are promising, the budget we 
recently advanced is conservative and still contains many necessary 
cuts.  Rather than begin to spend this potential increase in revenue, we have 
made the decision to put this money into the cash reserve.  We need to do 
this to build up this necessary ñsavings accountò that was so vital to us in 
keeping Nebraska in a better financial situation than most states during 
these last few years. 
 To be proactive, all Standing Committees reviewed agency expenditures 
for potential budget savings during the last interim.  Because of this process, 
we were able to cut agency operations by approximately $67 million over the 
next two fiscal years. 
 The largest portion of the cuts came from reductions in state aid to 
schools and Medicaid provider rates.  LB 235, which changed provisions of 
the state aid to schools formula, saved the state $162 million in FY 2011-12 
and $198 million in FY 2012-2013.  While the Governor called for 5% across
