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 O’Neill, NE – To promote radon 

awareness and make it easier for Nebras-
kans to test their homes for radon, North 
Central District Health Department will 
offer free radon test kits.  Winter months 
are an opportune time for Nebraskans to 
test for radon in their homes, according to 
Sara Morgan, program manager for the 
Radon Program of the Nebraska Health 
and Human Services System.  During 
winter, homes are closed up and can trap 
the toxic gas.  ―Radon is the leading 
cause of lung cancer for people who have 
never smoked,‖ she said.  ―This is an 
odorless, colorless, tasteless gas that is 
present in most Nebraska homes.  Every-
one should test for radon.‖ 
 The Environmental Protection Asso-
ciation (EPA) estimates that approxi-
mately 21,000 lung cancer deaths each 
year are radon-related, second only to 
tobacco-related lung cancer deaths.  Ra-
don comes from the decay of naturally 
occurring uranium in the earth’s soil and 
can accumulate indoors to dangerous 
levels.  It enters the home through cracks 
or holes in concrete floors or walls, sump 
pits, and drinking water from private 
wells.  Once trapped inside an enclosed 

space, radon can accumulate.  Peo-
ple should take action to mitigate the 
radon level in their home if it is 4 pico-
curies per liter or above, a health 
standard set by the U.S. Environ-
mental Protection Agency. 
 ―The majority of tests conducted 
in Nebraska report elevated levels of 
radon.  The state average is well 
above the action level,‖ Morgan 
said.  The EPA recommends that 
houses with radon levels above the 
health standard be fixed to reduce the 
risk of developing lung cancer.  Addi-
tional information and a list of trained 
professionals who can help people 
whose homes test high is available at 
the Nebraska Radon Program website 
http://www.hhss.ne.gov/radon.  For 
more information on radon, radon test 
kits and radon mitigation, call Ryan 
Parks at North Central District Health 
Department, 1-877-336-2406 or visit 
the EPA’s website at www.epa.gov/
radon.

The liver 
transplant was completed and the 
next day the patient underwent a 
procedure implanting a pump which 
by passed the left side of the heart 
allowing it to continue pumping.  Dur-
ing those two days, the patient used 
130 frozen plasma units, 127 type A 
positive red cells and 10 platelets.  
He is now on a wait list for a heart 
transplant. 
 Because of donors like you, 
blood products were available for 
these patients and many others like 
them.
