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Remember Military by
Wearing a Poppy

Each year at the Memorial Day
program at the Stuart Cemetery the
American Legion Auxiliary, Unit 115,
and the Girl Scout volunteer distribute
poppies at the entrance to the ceme-
tery in exchange for a contribution to
assist disabled and hospitalized veter-
ans. This poppy tradition was inspired
during World War | when Lieutenant
Colonel John McCrae of the Canadian
force wrote the poem, "Flanders
Fields." This poem became well
known throughout the allied world.

Moina Michael, an American
woman from Georgia, is credited as
the founder of the Memorial Poppy in
the United States. In reply to the
poem, she wrote these lines, "We
cherish too, the Poppy red, that grows
on fields where valor led. It seems to
signal to the skies that blood of heroes
never dies."

A custom then was adopted of
wearing a red poppy in memory of the
sacrifices of war and also as a symbol
of keeping the faith. This custom is
still followed on a chosen day each
year by American Legion Auxiliaries
throughout the United States.

The Stuart Auxiliary is priviledged
to distribute these hand-made poppies
for the veterans, which are made by
veterans. All donations are used for
assisting veterans and their families.

We are proud of our veterans and
our military and can't thank them
enough for all they have sacrificed for
our freedom. Please wear a poppy on
Memorial Day as we remember our
veterans.

In Flanders Fields

In Flanders fields the poppies blow
Between the crosses, row on row
That mark our place; and in the sky
The larks, still bravely singing, fly

One of the biggest issues this
session has been the Commission of
Industrial Relations. As we started to
feel the negative effects of the reces-
sion, our local governments and state
government experienced decreased
revenues. As revenue decreased, the
cost of operating government, which
includes employee salaries and bene-
fits, remained the same or even in-
creased. Government officials started
to become concerned that if a labor
negotiation ended up in the CIR, they
would not be able to pay ordered
wage increases. The economic cli-
mate highlighted the fact that the CIR
needed to be reformed.

After a year of negotiations, all
parties have reached a compromise
on this issue. Before the bill, the CIR
would order wages adjusted to a mid-
point of comparable public employ-
ees. LB 397 as amended will allow
them to fall within a range of 98% to
102% during stable economic times
and 95% to 100% during a recession.
If compensation is found to be more
than 5% higher or lower than the ap-
plicable range, there will be a three
year adjustment period for wages.
This component avoids a wage freeze
which was found in the original bill. In
order to provide more transparency in
this process, both entities have to
take a public vote on the last offer
before the case could be taken to the
CIR. If either side approves that offer,
negotiation would not go to the CIR. |
believe the bill keeps the CIR intact
yet provides more transparency for
taxpayers.
