Testing for Radon  
 OôNeill - January is National Ra-
don Action Month.  The winter months 
are an opportune time for Nebraskans 
to test their homes for radon.  The 
winter months allow the radon levels 
to increase inside of homes. Families 
are spending more time indoors dur-
ing the winter months with windows 
and doors shut tight.  January is a 
good time to test for this radioactive, 
invisible, odorless gas.  
 The Environmental Protection 
Association (EPA) estimates that ap-
proximately 21,000 lung cancer 
deaths each year are radon re-
lated.  Exposure to radon is the sec-
ond leading cause of lung cancer in 
the United States.  Radon comes from 
the decay of naturally occurring ura-
nium in the earthôs soil and can accu-
mulate indoors to dangerous levels. 
 Simple do-it-yourself radon test 
kits are available.  Testing is very 
easy and free test kits are available 
through North Central District Health 
Department.  They can be picked up 
at our office at 422 East Douglas, 
OôNeill, at local farm and home shows 
or mailed to your home.  The EPA 

recommends that homes with radon 
levels of 4 picocuries or more of radon 
should be fixed to prevent accumula-
tion of the gas indoors.  There are sev-
eral methods available to successfully 
reduce the high radon levels in 
homes.  Homeowners can perform 
some reduction methods, but a trained 
professional will be able to determine 
the best methods for reducing the ra-
don levels. 
 Methods for reducing radon levels 
inside the home include sealing cracks

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Bill Introduction  
 Lincoln, NE ï The Legislature is currently in the first ten days of session 
which is devoted to bill introduction.  To date over 400 bills have been introduced 
dealing with everything from immigration, daylight savings time, healthy food for 
children and a bill to repeal the helmet law.  If the first two weeks are any indica-
tion of the pace of this session, I imagine my colleagues and I are in for a hectic 
90 days. 
 The first week of session newly elected and re-elected Senators and Consti-
tutional Officers were sworn in by the Chief Justice of the Supreme Court.  On 
January 13

th
 Governor Dave Heineman addressed the Legislature during his 

State of the State address.  He laid out his priorities for this session which in-
clude K-12 education, higher education and job creation throughout the state.  I 
look forward to reviewing the Governorôs budget recommendations and working 
through our Legislative process as we deal with the budget shortfall. 
 I expect one of the most heated debates this session will be on state aid to 
schools.  Senator Greg Adams, Chair of the Education Committee, has intro-
duced two major bills dealing with this issue.  The first bill is written to decrease 
aid for 2011-12 to $840 million and for 2012-13 to $916 million.  The second bill 
introduced would decrease aid for 2011-12 to $800 million and for 2012-13 to 
$844 million.  There is obviously a difference between these two bills, and I ex-
pect to see a significant amount of discussion as to the most appropriate ver-
sion.  Additionally, I have introduced a state aid bill, LB 364, which will provide a 

projected General Fund savings of $24 
million per year.  LB 364 provides a 
significant budget savings because it 
eliminates components of the state aid 
formula I believe should not be pro-
vided by the state because not all 
schools have equal access to re-
sources.  Senator Adams has been 
very clear that all proposals dealing 
with state aid will have early hearings 
so the body will have ample time to 
discuss all options. 
 Given the present economic cli-

Good for the whole month of January mate, I wanted to introduce a bill this year that would provide tax 

relief across the state.  For this reason, I introduced LB 165 
which would phase out the telecommunications occupation 
tax.  Cities can levy this tax on telecommunications services 
and equipment, which then show up on your cell phone bill.  I 
have a problem with this tax for several reasons: first, I see 
this as a tax on a tax;  additionally, I believe this tax limits tele-
communications companies from investing in infrastructure 
throughout our state.  
 As I have discussed often in the past, I am passionate 
about water policy for our state.  I have been talking about the 
importance of managing our water resources for several 
years.  I know that managing water is important, but I also 
understand that proper management requires financial re-
sources.  With this in mind, I introduced LB 229 which trans-
fers $7 million per year for ten years from the Environmental 
Trust Fund to the Water Resources Cash Fund.  Additionally, 
the bill opens up the Water Resources Cash Fund to all ba-
sins across the state, not just those who are fully or over ap-
propriated.  If water truly is Nebraskaôs most valuable re-
source, it is time the state help fund management activi-
ties.  The hearing for this bill will be on January 19

th
 at 2:00 

PM in room 1525 of the State Capitol.

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INFORMATION AND SAFETY TIPS 

  Natural Gas is colorless, odorless, lighter than air, and non-toxic. Breathing natural gas is not harmful as long as there is an 

adequate supply of fresh air to breathe along with it. Natural gas by itself will not burn, but with the proper mixture of gas and 

air combined with an ignition source combustion can occur. 

  An odorant that smells like rotten eggs is added to natural gas so that it can be detected. The odor is a warning that natural 

gas may be present and, if ignited, could result in personal injury or property damage. 

  If the smell of gas is present inside your home or business (no matter how faint or strong), 

DO NOT: 
Smoke or strike a match 

Operate any electrical switches or appliance controls, 

Pull any plugs from outlets 

Use a flashlight or lighter 

Use a telephone or cell phone from the building 

  If you  SMELL A FAINT ODOR of natural gas INSIDE YOUR HOME OR BUSINESS check to see if any appliances have 

been left on accidentally or if a pilot light has been extinguished, which would cause the odor (rotten eggs). 

  If the odor persists, TAKE NO CHANCES, get out of the house immediately, then call us from a neighbors house. 

  If a STRONG OR PERSISTENT ODOR OF GAS is present IN YOUR HOME OR BUSINESS, or if you hear A HISSING 

SOUND of escaping natural gas, follow this procedure: 

Get everyone out of the building immediately 

Leave the door open 

Use a neighborôs phone or cellular phone outside of the building to call us 

If you SMELL OR DETECT NATURAL GAS OUTSIDE, call us. 

  Leaks from natural gas pipelines are extremely rare, however it is important that you know how to recognize the signs of a 

leak if one were to occur in your area. A strong odor, hissing sound or dirt blowing up from a hole are signs of a leak. 

  Move away from and upwind of the suspected pipeline leak before calling us. Do not light matches, smoke, use a cell phone 

or attempt to start any motor vehicle while in the area of a possible gas leak. 

CARBON MONOXIDEðCarbon Monoxide (CO) is an odorless, tasteless, invisible gas that can be formed when fuels 

like charcoal, coal, gasoline, kerosene, natural gas, oil, propane or wood are burned without a sufficient supply of air. 

  An appliance could produce carbon monoxide if: 

SYMPTONS MIMIC THE FLU 

The early effects of CO poisoning mimic the flu, so watch for these warning sings: 

Headache 

Nausea or vomiting 

Dizziness and disorientation 

Muscle weakness or fatigue 

If the flue-like symptoms are NOT accompanied by fever, or if everyone in the family is ill, or if the symptoms disap-

pear when you leave the house you may have a CO problem. Prevention is the only way to deal with carbon monoxide, 

and the best prevention is regular inspection by a trained service technician. 

HEATING SAVING TIPS 

  Lower your thermostat setting in the winter. With each degree you lower your thermostat you can reduce your energy 

consumption about 5-7%. Set your thermostat 5 degrees to 10 degrees lower during sleeping hours. 

  In the winter, set the thermostat back to 55 degrees when no one is home for at least 4 hours or more. 

  On sunny winter days, let the sun help warm your house by opening your shades on the south side of the home. Win-

dow curtains facing north should be kept shut. At night or on cloudy days, keep all curtains and shades closed. This will 

help keep heat from escaping. 

  If you are going to be away from your house for an extended period of time, lower the thermostat to the lowest possible 

setting, but do not shut it off. The lowest possible setting will give you protection from pipe freezing. Natural gas heat 

will recover quickly after you return. 

  In the winter, adjust your heating registers so that the hot air flows down across the floor: Remember, warm air rises. 

  Reversing ceiling fans in wintertime will keep the rising heat away from the ceiling and distribute it more evenly 

around the room, especially in rooms with particularly hot spots (like rooms with a wood stove). 

  For gas furnaces, make sure thereôs a good supply of air available so that the gas burns efficiently and safely. 

  Use kitchen, bath and other ventilating fans sparingly in cold weather. In just one hour, these fans can blow away a 

household of warm air.

Dear Customer: 

  You are receiving this notice because our records indicate that you have a natural gas line running under-

ground from your gas meter to a structure or a gas-burning appliance. As your natural gas distributor, Stuart 

Municipal Gas in accordance with federal regulations is making you aware of certain safety recommendations 

regarding your underground natural gas piping. 

  Stuart Municipal Gas operates our gas system with an emphasis on safety.  We are required to design, operate 

and maintain our underground natural gas pipeline system in accordance with prescribed federal safety stan-

dards.   The gas system does not maintain the gas piping downstream of the gas meter.  This is the responsibil-

ity of the customer who owns that piping.  If the buried pipe is not properly maintained, it may be subject to 

corrosion (if the piping is metallic) and/or leakage. 

  To ensure the continued safe and reliable operation of these lines, the buried piping should be checked peri-

odically.  You (or the building owner) are advised to contact a licensed plumber or heating contractor to assist 

you in locating and inspecting your buried gas piping.  If any unsafe condition is discovered, repairs should be 

made ASAP.  The Yellow Pages are an excellent source for listings of licensed plumbers and heating contrac-

tors.
