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Rabid Bats are Common in Nebraska

Bats are beginning to seek shelter
for the winter, bringing them into
closer contact with humans. As a re-
minder, skunks and bats are the pri-
mary reservoirs of rabies in Nebraska.
Other wild mammals, and domestic
animals, such as dogs, cats, cattle,
and horses can also be infected and
thus can become a source of expo-
sure to people. Bat bites can be easy
to overlook and any skin contact with
a flying bat can result in a bite and/or
saliva exposure. Finding a bat in a
room with young children, elderly indi-
viduals, any sleeping person, or any-
one who is unable to understand and
communicate well should be consid-
ered a potential exposure, even if
there is no evidence of a bite.

As of September 6, 2011 there
have been 29 confirmed cases of ra-
bies in Nebraska. Two of those cases
have been in the nine counties cov-
ered by North Central District Health
Department. North Central District
Health Department reminds all resi-
dents of Antelope, Boyd, Brown,
Cherry, Holt, Keya Paha, Knox,
Pierce and Rock Counties that your
local health department is prepared to
help anyone who may have been ex-
posed to rabies or who has questions
about the disease.

The majority of rabies cases in
the United States are of bat origin.
Exposure to rabies from a bat occurs

through the saliva of the bat. Saliva
from the bat can be splattered onto
the membranes of the eyes, nose or
mouth or dropped onto a fresh
wound. Saliva is also transmitted
through a bite. Rabies cannot be
spread through contact with urine,
feces, or petting or touching the ani-
mal.

Potential exposures to a bat bite
can also occur; the following are con-
sidered potential exposures:

e A batin the room with a sleeping
person or waking to find a bat in
the room.

e A batin the room with a person
who cannot communicate well,
such as small children, intoxi-
cated or drug impaired persons,
mentally impaired, or elderly with
memory loss.

e Acollision between a bat and a
person.

Bats with human exposure or
potential human exposures should
not be released outdoors. Capture
the bats in a container or plastic bag,
wear gloves and do not touch the
bat, and take the animal to your local
veterinarian to be sent in for testing.
