Floor Debate Begins

Lincoln, NE 7 Bill introduction is
complete with 698 bills and 11 consti-
tutional amendments being introduced
this legislative session. Committee
hearings began on January 18" and
floor debate on January 20™.

| have heard from many of you
about several bills that have been in-
troduced to increase taxes. Two bills
to increase the tobacco tax, LB 436
and LB 590, have been introduced by
Senator Mike Gloor of Grand Is-
land. LB 436 raises the tax on ciga-
rettes from $.64 to $1.99, which is over
a 200% increase. LB 590 closes a
loophole that allows distributors to

avoid paying the tobacco tax.

A bill to increase the gas tax, LB
504, was introduced by Senator
Kathy Campbell of Lincoln. This bill
proposes to raise the current state
fuel tax by over eight cents by Octo-
ber 2012.
