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State Dept. Hears Words from our Hearts  
By Cindy Myers 

 On September 29
th
, The West Holt High School gym was brim-full of red 

shirts showing Sandhills solidarity.  One word for the amazing numbers of  
people exercising their democratic right to speak out:  WOW!   Varied ages 
voiced concerns so eloquently to the Dept of State, ranging from. 16 year old 
Cameron Schmuecker who stood confidently and spoke with conviction to a 93 
year old gentleman who courageously approached the podium to state his 
concerns.  Cameron is the son of Rod and Patty Schmuecker. 
 Senator Ken Haar  reiterated his call for a special legislative session in 
Lincoln this fall, with the idea to enact laws to protect Nebraska and to em-
power the state with siting authority to reroute Keystone XL around the San-
dhills and the Ogallala Aquifer.   Senator Tyson Larson, who recently made a 
public stance in support of a special session, was in attendance.  Senator An-
nette Dubas  spoke and former Senator Cap Dierks was noted to be at the 
event.  Cindy Myers states:  ñI am hoping for an announcement from Senator 
Deb Fischer declaring her support for a special sessionò. 
 Several creative signs caught the attention of attendees coming into Atkin-
son.  Local ranchers escorted reporters and news crews on tours of the area, 
explaining the fragility of the Sandhills, our subirrigated meadows, and the na-
ture of the water in this area.  Post-hole digging demonstrations were done to 
show how Aquifer waters saturate so close to the surface and flowing wells 
were pointed out. 
 Sue Mitchell, demonstrated on horseback, holding a sign that read:  ñMy 
horse likes clean waterò.  Sue caught the eye of the media, and her story made 
the LA Times, besides several other news outlets.  A press conference was 
held in the Atkinson City Park at 1:00 pm before the hearing,  allowing a group 
of people opposing the pipeline to make statements. 
 The Huffington Post, LA Times, BNN (Canada), Globe and Mail (Canada), 
AlJazeera, Inside Climate News, Lincoln Journal Star and Omaha World Her-
ald were some of the many news networks in Atkinson for the day. Media has 
referred to Nebraska as  ñground zeroò on this international issue,  and thus 
being the reason for the focus of attention on the Sandhills of Nebraska.. 
 The sincerity and passion of local people overpowered the voices of union 
workers bussed into the hearing.  I want to thank each individual person who 
attended the hearing, gave testimony, gave tours, made signs, placed signs or 
helped in anyway to make the State Dept Hearing in Atkinson a success.   The 
community has impressively responded to this issue, and filling the gym to ca-
pacity most definitely made a strong statement. to the media and the Dept of 
State.  I was proud to hear  the values of our community  reflected in the 
themes of the several testimonies:  God, Family, Patriotism and the Love of 
our Sandhills and Water.
