Pipe Dreams to be 
Shown in OôNeill 

 Everyone is welcome to a public 
screening of the movie Pipe Dreams 
at 7PM at the new O'Neill Community 
Center on December 11, 2011.  There 
will be a viewing in Stuart coming 
soon. Time and date will be an-
nounced soon. Pipe Dreams was pro-
duced by Jane Kelly Kosek and Leslie 
Iwerks.   
 This is a film about the ongoing 
debate of the Keystone XL Pipeline, -
a 40-minute documentary that ex-
plores the social, political and environ-
mental impacts of the $7 billion con-
struction of the proposed Keystone XL 
Pipeline. This movie is directed by 
Academy Award nominated filmmaker 
Leslie Iwerks and narrated by Daryl 
Hannah (who was also arrested in 
Washington D.C. August 30th for pro-
testing the pipeline), this film marks 
the third outing on the subject by 
Iwerks, with the most imminent poten-
tial to influence a national decision.  
 This film uncovers the realities 
behind building this 1,980-mile pipe-
line through the heartland of America. 
Through interviews with landowners, 
politicians, scientists, engineers, envi-
ronmental groups, activists and more, 
it discusses the increasing ramifica-
tions of Americaôs reliance on Can-
adaôs tar sands, as well as the sacri-
fices on people, wildlife and the envi-
ronment in the long term.

2011 North Central Nebraska Public Health Banquet  
 OôNeill ï ñPure Performanceò was the topic presented by John Underwood, 
featured speaker of the North Central Nebraska Public Health Banquet on Fri-
day, November 4

th
.  Over 135 people gathered from across the far reaches of 

Antelope, Boyd, Brown, Cherry, Holt, Keya Paha, Knox, Pierce and Rock 
Counties to listen to Mr. Underwood convey his research and experiences 
about the field of athletics and social drug use.   

 John Underwood, Presi-
dent and Founder of the 
American Athletic Institute, is a 
former NCAA All-American, 
International-level distance 
runner and World Masters 
Champion and has coached or 
advised more than two dozen 
Olympians including World and 
Olympic Champions. He holds 
three International Olympic 
Solidarity diplomas for coach-
ing and has been a crusader 
for drug-free sport at all levels. 
He has conducted the only 

physiological case study, of the residual effect of alcohol on elite athletic per-
formance. The American Athletic Institute has forged a reputation as the ex-
perts in the field of athletics and social drug use.  
 John talked about how the American Athletic Instituteôs Community Pro-
grams teach individuals strategies and techniques to constantly address the 
ever changing and growing influences that increase risk for our youth.  These 
programs are designed to take lessons learned in sport: teamwork, collective 
responsibility, discipline, loyalty, family, trust and bring these values into the 
community.   
 He explained that alcohol use among adolescent athletes is fairly high, but 
the problem is complex.  Young athletes may be more likely to abuse alcohol 
than their non-athlete peers and more likely to suffer behavioral and psychoso-
cial consequences as a result of drinking.  They are also more prone to binge 
drinking.  John believes that education and prevention strategies should focus 
on physiological, behavioral and psychosocial consequences.  At this juncture, 
these problems must be confronted in an immediate fashion.  They must in all 
instances be well documented, including first time episodes.  
More than any other group of adolescents, we have a compelling reason for 
athletes not to drink, health and performance. Alcohol, a metabolic poison has 
only negative effects on all physiological parameters. This can be our initial 
rationale for non-use. 
 The following are some of the additional benefits for student-athletes who 
choose not to drink alcohol:  

Academic or athletic performance will not be hampered; 

The risk of breaking school rules or the law is greatly reduced; 

Serious and life threatening problems related to being alcohol impaired 
such as drunk driving and sexual decision- making, injury, arrest, 
death  are eliminated or reduced; 

There is no risk of becoming addicted to alcohol; and, 

The ability to develop appropriate life skills such as stress management, 
problem solving, conflict resolution, interacting with others, and goal setting 
is enhanced. 

 Most young people would only be influenced by the first two benefits, as 
they are more tangible and more immediate.  The latter three fall into the cate-
gory of ñnot me.ò
