 The 71st annual session of 
CORNHUSKER BOYSô STATE will 
be held on the University of Ne-
braska-Lincoln campus, Harper Hall, 
1150 N. 14th St., Lincoln, on June 5-
11, 2011. 
 Boysô State purports ñto educate 
our youth in the duties, privileges, 
rights and responsibilities of Ameri-
can citizenship.ò It is wholly a plan 
for training in the practical aspects 
of government. It is functional in that 
applications of the principles of de-
mocratic government are made in 
every possible way. Boys State 
should be thought of as being a 
mythical 51st state with constitution, 
status and ordinances constructed 
by the citizens to govern them-
selves.  
 Citizens of Boysô State not only 
will be required to review knowledge 
already acquired concerning the 
political machinery of a common-
wealth, but they will find themselves 
performing exactly the same func-
tions as real officeholders in the 
everyday world. In Boysô State, citi-
zens organize their own city, county 
and state governments. They 
choose their own officials in accor-
dance with regulation election pro-
cedures. They learn the duties of the 
various city, county and state of-
fices. They introduce and argue their 
own bills in the legislature. Justice is 
administered by their own law en-
forcement agencies and courts. In 
Boysô State, the young citizen has 
the opportunity to learn for himself 
that government is just what he 

makes it. Here, each boy ñlearns to do 
by doingò 
 The entire program is non-partisan 
and is not military in any sense. Prob-
lems will be considered without refer-
ence to any existing political party and 
will be free from propaganda. The sole 
purpose is to enable the boy to grasp 
the meaning of some of the responsi-
bilities which he will be called upon to 
assume when he becomes an adult. 
 The mornings and early afternoons 
are given over to the educational pro-
gram and the functioning of the various 
governmental offices. 
 In the late afternoon, every citizen 
of Boysô State is encouraged to partici-
pate in a varied program of recrea-
tional activity. A schedule of competi-
tion is arranged in the suitable sports. 
Band, chorus and newsletter staff are 
also options. 
 An interesting program is arranged 
for the evening. This year, one of the 
Guest speakers that is most likely go-
ing to speak is Astronaut CLAY 
ANDERSON. The cost of his speaking 
is being covered by both the American 
Legion and American Legion Auxiliary 
at the Department level. There will 
other speakers as well. 
 The Nebraska American Legion 
ñCornhusker Boysô Stateò is a richly 
rewarding and educational program 
that has prompted many former partici-
pants to seek careers in public service. 
Selection serves as testimony to the 
participants character and leadership 
skills and is an experience recognized 
by many employers, service academy 
and university admissions boards as 

an indicator of strong leadership and 
character traits. Also, each year, a 
$1,000.00 scholarship is awarded to a 
recipient of Cornhusker Boysô State 
Program and they are eligible for one 
of 12 National ñ SAMSUNGò Scholar-
ships worth $20,000.00. 
 The local American Legion Post 
#115, pays the enrollment fees for the 
week and you ñDO NOTò have to be 
affiliated  with the American Legion in 
any way to qualify to go to Boysô State.
