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Stuart FFA Members Excel with State Degree Interviews
and Proficiency Award Applications

On Tuesday, February 9th, 2011,
District X FFA held their State Degree
and Proficiency Award competition at
the Stuart Auditorium. Thirty-six stu-
dents had their records reviewed and
were interviewed for their State FFA
Degree. The State FFA Degree is the
highest degree that can be conferred
by the Nebraska FFA Association.
Candidates must make application by
using the current application required
for the American FFA Degree. Appli-
cations are to be prepared by the can-
didate and verified by the chapter ad-
visor and chapter president or desig-
nated officer. The degree is awarded
to all eligible members who are found
to meet the requirements. There is no
limit on the number a chapter may
submit or number of degrees
awarded. The requirements include:
Members must have received their
Chapter FFA Degree, have been an
active FFA member for at least two
consecutive years at the time of re-
ceiving their State FFA Degree; have

completed the equivalent of at least
years or four semesters of systematic
school instruction in agricultural educa-
tion. They also must have earned or
productively $3,000 by the members
own efforts or worked at least 1,500
hours OR have earned or productively
invested at least $1,200 and worked
1,150 hours in excess of scheduled
class time. Furthermore, they must
have demonstrated leadership, have a
satisfactory scholastic record, and
earned at least 500 leadership points
with 150 of those points coming from
above the chapter level.

Stuart had five candidates meeting
the requirements and have taken the
first steps to earning their State FFA
Degrees this year. They are Paul
Johnson, son of Kurt Johnson and
Georgia Sylvester, Ben Kaup, son of
Scott and Tracey Kaup, Taylor Kunz,
daughter of Bob & Kathy Kunz, Kas-
sidy Paxton, daughter of Sonya Paxton
and Dale Paxton, and Trever Thomp-
son, son of Doug and Tracy Thomp-

son. All candidates completed a
state degree test and were inter-
viewed for the degree in their re-
spective SAE programs of Agricul-
tural Placement, Agribusiness, and/
or Agricultural Production. In addi-
tion, Paul Johnson, Ben Kaup, and
Trever Thompson were named Dis-
trict X Stars in Production Agricul-
ture, Agribusiness and Placement
Agriculture, respectively. All Stars
and Alternates will have their appli-
cations and records forwarded on for
state competition.

As a FFA member, each student
is required to have a Supervised Ag-
ricultural Experience (SAE) Program.
Proficiency applications are com-
pleted based upon the student’'s SAE
work. The Stuart FFA members en-
tered 46 applications into the compe-
tition, with 31 receiving 1!, 2™ or 3™
place gold awards, 3 gold awards,
10 silver awards, and 1 bronze
award. The top three golds of each

Protecting Rural Courts

Lincoln, NE — The projected
budget shortfall is going to affect all
areas of state government, including
the court system. | have received
quite a few emails and letters from
people who are concerned about pos-
sible court closures in our coun-
ties. While | understand the hardships
facing the Supreme Court system, | am
committed to protecting our access to
governmental services, including our
fundamental right to justice through
court services in our sparsely popu-
lated areas. | worked hard to retain
our county judge in our Eighth Judicial
District. | also worked to reduce
budget cuts to the Supreme Court dur-
ing the 2009 Special Session. While
other agencies took a 2.5% cutin FY
2009-10 and 5% in FY 2010-11, the
Supreme Court took a 1.5% in FY
2009-10 and 3% in FY 2010-

11. These measures helped ensure
our local courts could stay open.

Several bills have been introduced
in the Legislature to address this issue,
including LB302 by Senator Brad Ash-
ford of Omaha. | always closely moni-
tor these bills to see how they could
possibly affect access to court services
in rural areas. The purpose of LB 302
was to have the Supreme Court ana-
lyze the structure of our court system
and develop recommendations to im-
prove quality and efficiencies of the
courts. This bill immediately caught
my attention as a possible move to
consolidate and close our courts. |
raised my concerns in debate with
Senator Ashford on the floor of the
Legislature after his opening on the
bill. Other senators then entered the
discussion on the bill and | was
pleased when Senator Ashford ulti-

mately withdrew the proposal.

A bill to ban the sale of chemi-
cals used to make the drug com-
monly known as K2, LB 19, was in-

troduced by Senator Beau McCoy of

Omaha. K2 is essentially synthetic
marijuana which can cause serious
side effects in users including panic
attacks, hallucinations and sei-

zures. | supported this bill to ban the
sale of K2 and believe it is important

that people are aware of this sub-
stance and the detrimental affects it
can have. The bill was passed by
the Legislature and is awaiting the
Governor’s signature.

A bill I introduced dealing with
the telecommunications occupation
tax, LB 165, has been advanced by
the Revenue Committee. In July of
2010, Nebraska was ranked by the
Committee on State Taxation as
having the highest average taxes
and fees on wireless services, at
over 18%. To have the highest tax

rate in the country for anything, in my

opinion, is simply not where Ne-
braska wants to be. For this reason
introduced LB 165 which, as
amended at my suggestion by the

Revenue Committee, places several

restrictions on this occupation
tax. The bill caps the tax at 6.25%,
limits the tax to only services, not

equipment, and calls for a vote of the

people if a municipality wants to
override the cap. | believe this bill
places appropriate restrictions on
this type of tax and offers more ac-
countability and transparency to the
public.
