Paul thought he
had escaped working with horses. In 1941, he transferred to the United
States Air Corps.

During World War 11, he flew 35 bombing missions in a B17 airplane, as
the Waist Gunner. While on his last bombing mission, prior to returning home,
his plane was hit by enemy fire, and the crew was forced to parachute out. He landed in Ger-
many, and was taken as a Prisoner of War. He escaped once, only to be recaptured. Paul
was released in 1945, as the war came to an end.

In May 1946 Paul married Rita Daeges. They had six children; Mildred, Paul Jr., Mary,
Jim, Frank, and Julie. Rita developed Multiple Sclerosis, and Paul cared for her and the kids
for the next 30 years that they were married. Rita died on October 8, 1976.

After the war, Paul worked as a butcher, until his brother George and he, formed a small
home building business, Brau Brothers Construction. He retired in 1984.

Paul married Irene Kalkowski on June 16, 1977. He and Irene enjoyed going to Las Ve-
gas and Nebraska Football games. Irene died September 14, 2007.

Paul continued to live at home, with the help of his children and grandchildren. He had a
very strong faith in God. He believed that God is who helped him through the hard times of his
life. Paul said that he was not afraid to die, and that he was ready.

He was preceded in death by his 1st. wife, Rita Marie (Daeges) Brau, 2nd wife, Irene
(Kalkowski-Matula) Brau; son, James Henry Brau. Brothers Lawrence, George, and John
Brau, and a sister Louise (Brau) Head.
