On January 2" we convened the
second session of the 102" Legisla-
ture which is scheduled to last 60 leg-
islative days.
sion of the bi-ennium, several issues
will likely be discussed including child
welfare reform, updates on the state's
economic outlook and my bill to con-
trol the expansion of occupation
taxes.

LB745, which | introduced the first
day of session, will require a city to
put any new occupation tax to a vote
of the people. It is important to have
transparency in our governmental
process and LB745 promotes that
openness. The tax revenue from an
occupation tax will need to have a
specific purpose along with a sunset
date. Any changes to existing occupa-
tion taxes will also need to be putto a
vote of the people and a sunset date.
This bill is similar to the bill | passed
last year, LB165, which significantly
limited the occupation taxes placed on
telecommunications services and
equipment. After the passage of
LB165 last year, it became clear that
Nebraskans have concerns about
these taxes, and LB745 provides
more transparency in the process of
implementing these occupation taxes.

For this, my last legislative ses-
sion, | continue to serve as the Chair
of the Transportation and Telecom-
munications Committee. | also serve
on the Revenue Committee, Execu-
tive Board, Reference Committee and
Committee on Committees.
